The Maine Health Access Foundation is pleased to provide you with basic information about other grant-makers that fund health care initiatives in Maine.  The following list is a compilation of all foundations that:

· Have ‘health care,’ ‘health organizations,’ or ‘medical research’ as one of their primary focuses according to the Maine Philanthropy Center database
· Have previously funded projects in Maine
· Have open applications or accept letters of inquiry (i.e. do not contribute only to ‘pre-selected organizations’)

· Have assets approaching or exceeding $20 million and accordingly have the resources to make substantial contributions towards health projects each year

This list is intended to be a useful starting point for individuals researching sources of funding for Maine health projects.  It is strongly advised that potential grantees visit the websites of foundations or contact them directly before submitting application materials, as their procedures, deadlines, policies, and grantmaking capabilities are subject to change.  The information in this directory is current, to the best of MeHAF’s knowledge, as of November 2008.

There are many smaller foundations in Maine that also make grants to health projects, and their contact and grantmaking information can be obtained through the MPC.
Health Funders with a Maine or New England Focus

The following foundations all prioritize or exclusively fund projects in Maine or the New England region.  They are listed alphabetically below.
Agnes M. Lindsay Trust
Description of Foundation: The Agnes M. Lindsay Trust was formed in 1939 in New Hampshire.  It currently awards grants that support health and welfare organizations, particularly those serving individuals with special needs, including the blind, deaf, learning disabled, the elderly, and children.  Organizations funded include (but are not limited to) children’s hospitals, youth/family services, children’s homes, summer camps and enrichment programs, hospice care, and programs for those with disabilities. In particular, this foundation provides support for renovation needs and equipment, capital items, capital campaign, and scholarship funds.  Occasionally, the Trustees will approve a grant for the start-up of a new project.

Focus areas within health: equipment purchases, renovation funding, capital items

Geographic Interest: Massachusetts, Maine, New Hampshire, Vermont

Grant information and application process: Grants range from $1,000-$15,000 with a median of $5,000.  The foundation can be contacted by telephone or a letter of inquiry.  A proposal summary form (found on the foundation’s website) must be completed and either mailed or emailed to the address below.  An application form is not required.

· $3,000 to Androscoggin Home Health Services to purchase equipment for the patient therapeutic Spa Room at the Hospice House in Auburn (2007)
· $5,000 to the Katahdin Valley Health Center in Patten to add new exam rooms to two clinics (2007)
· $2,500 to the Iris Network to purchase equipment for the community kitchen of the Iris Park Apartments for the visually impaired and blind in Portland (2007)

Betterment Fund
Description of Foundation: The Betterment Fund was created in 1955 for charitable purposes by the will of the late William Bingham of Bethel, Maine. It currently considers requests from public charitable organizations that promote health improvement, education, conservation, and strong communities in Maine, particularly in the Western Mountains region. The foundation gives priority to proposals seeking to impact rural parts of Maine. The Bingham Program (see next summary) was also founded by Mr. Bingham, and is a major funding partner of the Betterment Fund.
Focus areas within health: rural health

Geographic Interest: Maine, particularly the Western Mountains region and rural parts of the state

Grant information and application process: Grants vary in size from a single grant of $10,000 to, infrequently, a grant of more than $100,000, payable over several years. Most Betterment Fund grants are in the range of $20,000 to $50,000. In some cases a grant may be made for more than one year, but no organization will receive continuous annual support. The Fund has no staff. Accordingly, it cannot offer counsel on contemplated grant applications, nor can it give adequate consideration to small grant applications. Realizing that many of these proposals have merit, the Fund has given funds to the Maine Community Foundation to support the award by MCF of smaller grants, particularly focused on rural areas of Maine.  Application deadlines for Betterment Fund grants are January 31st; April 30th; and September 30th.

The Bingham Program


Description of Foundation: The Bingham Program began in 1932 as a partnership between philanthropist William Bingham II and a group of dedicated doctors to promote the advancement of medicine and health care in Maine.  Since its inception, the Bingham Program has been a collaborative effort of health care professionals and institutions in Maine and Massachusetts.  It is administered by Tufts Medical Center with the guidance of an advisory committee comprised primarily of Maine residents. The Bingham Program is staffed by two half-time senior program officers based in Augusta. In Fiscal Year 2007, The Bingham Program had assets of approximately $19 million and distributed $695,210 through 16 regular and 15 discretionary grants. A major focus of The Bingham Program has been to improve health service delivery in Maine, particularly in rural areas.
Focus areas within health: The Bingham program funds projects in three areas: (1) health professions development, (2) community health programs, and (3) public health policy development.  Current foundation initiatives are obesity prevention in young children and changing the cultural acceptance of violence against women and children.
Geographic Interest: Maine

Application process: The Bingham Program awards Program Grants twice a year, typically ranging in amount from $6,000 to $25,000.  Multi-year proposals of up to three years are accepted, but the project should demonstrate logical growth over time.  The application deadlines are April 1 and October 1.  Grantees must call to discuss the project before submitting a proposal.  Additionally, the Bingham Program awards discretionary grants of up to $5,000 throughout the year.  There are no deadlines, but, again, grantees must call first to discuss the proposed project.  The Bingham Program will not fund capital campaigns, overhead or administrative costs, or individual scholarships.  One-time conferences are also not typically funded.

The Davis Family Foundation


Description of Foundation: The Davis Family Foundation is a public charitable foundation started in 1986 by Phyllis C. Davis and H. Halsey Davis of Falmouth to support educational organizations, medical organizations, and cultural and arts organizations located primarily in Maine.  Medical organizations are defined as hospitals, clinics, medical research organizations, and other similar health organizations.

Focus areas within health: Programs designed to increase the effectiveness or decrease the cost of medical care

Geographic focus: The Foundation's highest geographic priority is Southern Maine, followed by other parts of Maine.

Grant information and application process:  The Davis Family Foundation does not use a pre-proposal or letter of inquiry process but rather receives applications and related material directly from eligible applicants as outlined in the submission guidelines on their website.  Submission deadlines are February 10, May 10, August 10, and November 10.  A copy of the application can be downloaded from the website or requested by calling (207) 781-5504.

Jane’s Trust
Description of Foundation: Jane's Trust was created through the beneficence of Jane B. Cook, who died in July 2002. It makes grants to address important issues in the fields of arts and culture, health and welfare, education, and environment. The Trustees are interested particularly in organizations and projects benefiting underserved populations and disadvantaged communities. 

Focus areas within health: The Trust aims to improve the health and welfare of human and animal populations in its geographical areas of interest. Grants for health and welfare will be made to support a variety of objectives, including: (1) Efforts to improve the health and welfare of vulnerable and underserved populations; (2) Projects and organizations that promote individual and community wellness, prevention efforts, and equitable approaches and outcomes; (3) Interdisciplinary efforts to understand links between human and animal health and welfare.

Geographic focus: Florida, Massachusetts, Maine, New Hampshire, and Vermont

Grant information and application process: The application process has two steps: (1) the submission of a concept paper and (2) the submission of a full proposal, only upon request from the Trustees.  The Trustees meet several times per year to consider concept papers and proposals.  Grants are approved in May and December and funds are released in December of the year approved. Jane’s Trust will make grants of approximately $9 million annually, a portion of which may be committed to multi-year grants.  Annual grants will generally range from $50,000 to $1,000,000.  Please consult the Trust’s FAQ document for additional information. The Trust will make grants for operating support and provide funds for capital projects and endowments.

· $50,000 to the Mabel Wadsworth Women’s Health Center to renovate and purchase a new location for the Center, which offers women’s health care and reproductive services in northern Maine (2006)

The Jessie B. Cox Charitable Trust


Description of Foundation: Jessie B. Cox was a noted philanthropist who died in 1982, leaving behind a fund that is now administered out of Boston. The Trust makes grants to address societal issues in the fields of health, education, and the environment for which adequate funding from other sources cannot be obtained.  The Trustees are interested particularly in projects that benefit underserved populations and disadvantaged communities in New England, as well as projects that focus on prevention rather than remediation. They will consider support for significant growth in current service or advocacy programs, or the development of a new field of service.

Focus areas within health: The Trust is interested in supporting primary health care, advocacy projects, and research that will have a positive effect on: (1) the prevention and treatment of illness and disability, especially among children and youth; (2) increased access to appropriate levels of care for New England’s underserved populations; and (3) the delivery of health services to the poor.

Geographic focus New England (CT, NH, MA, ME, RI, VT)

Grant information and application process:  The Jessie B. Cox Trust provides over $3 million in grant support each year. The average annual grant is about $35,000, with grants generally in the range of $25,000 to $75,000. Although the Trustees occasionally award grants outside this range, the Trust ordinarily does not consider grant requests for less than $20,000.  The Trust has a two-step application process that begins with the submission of a concept paper due the 15th of January, April, July, or October.

· $95,000 over two years to the Maine Migrant Health Program to support the training of farmworkers as health educators and to help prevent the mental and behavioral health problems which affect migrant farmworkers and their families. (2006)

· $50,000 to MaineHealth for a pilot project to increase access to free or low cost medications from pharmaceutical companies’ programs for uninsured and underinsured people in Maine. (2006)

The Lunder Foundation

Description of foundation: Established in 1988 in Maine, The Lunder Foundation gives primarily to higher education, the arts, hospitals and health associations, human services, children and youth services, and Jewish agencies and temples.
Geographic focus: Massachusetts, Maine
Focus areas within health: hospitals and health associations

Grant information and application process:  An application form is not required to apply for a grant from the Lunder Foundation.  Applicants should write a letter of no more than three pages and should include a list of additional funding sources, a copy of the current year’s budget, a copy of IRS determination letter, a detailed description of project and amount of funding requested and a brief summary of the population and geographic area to be served.

Description of foundation: The New Balance Foundation began in 1981 as a vehicle for New Balance Athletic Shoe, Inc. to give back to the communities in which it operates facilities. The Foundation's mission is to support charitable organizations that work for the betterment of children and communities with a principal focus on promoting healthy lifestyles while working towards the prevention of childhood obesity. In service of this mission, the Foundation is committed to supporting grassroots children's initiatives in Norridgewock, Skowhegan and Norway, Maine and in Boston and Lawrence, Massachusetts.  Since its inception in 1981, the Foundation has grown significantly, granting more than $32 million over the years to community organizations and enabling its annual grant making to increase to over $6.4 million in 2007. 
Geographic focus: Norridgewock, Skowhegan and Norway, Maine and Boston and Lawrence, Massachusetts
Focus areas within health: healthy lifestyles, the prevention of childhood obesity

Grant information and application process:  Proposals for grants must address one of the foundation’s five program areas and serve at least one of their five priority communities.  In general, they support specific programs rather than contributing to overall operating expenses.  A proposal of up to three pages is accepted as an application and must adhere to the strict guidelines found on their website.  Proposals are reviewed on an ongoing basis and responded to within 90 days of receipt.

Description of foundation: Sam L. Cohen was a successful businessman and community leader in Maine who created his foundation in 1983.  Today it supports a wide range of organizations that provide access to educational opportunities; promote culture and the arts; contribute to civil improvement and community wellbeing; increase access to health care; or preserve Jewish traditions, culture, and community.  Priority will be given to projects and organizations that support the underserved and disadvantaged; make a significant difference in people’s lives; promote human rights and understanding among peoples; demonstrate a broad base of community support; and/or use collaboration as a means to leverage resources.

Geographic focus: southern Maine
Focus areas within health: increasing access to health care
Grant information and application process:  Nonprofit organizations that benefit individuals in York and Cumberland Counties may request support by applying for a grant.  The Sam L. Cohen Foundation will consider grant requests for amounts up to $50,000; however, the average grant size is less than $15,000.  The Foundation will not support annual fund appeals, endowments, and projects requiring a multi-year commitment. The Sam L. Cohen Foundation uses the Maine Philanthropy Center's Common Grant Application.  See the foundation website for guidelines and instructions.

Description of foundation: The Commonwealth Fund is a private foundation that aims to promote a high performing health care system that achieves better access, improved quality, and greater efficiency, particularly for society's most vulnerable, including low-income people, the uninsured, minority Americans, young children, and elderly adults. The Fund carries out this mandate by supporting independent research on health care issues and making grants to improve health care practice and policy.

Geographic focus:  national, international
Focus areas within health: The Fund’s current program areas are:

· Program on the Future of Health Insurance

· Program on Medicare’s Future

· Quality Improvement and Efficiency

· Patient-Centered Primary Care Initiative

Grant information and application process:  The Commonwealth Fund requests letters of inquiry to initiate the grant application process, and does not wish to review full proposals at this stage. Applicants are encouraged to submit letters of inquiry using the online form. During fiscal year 2004–05, the median award amount for board-level grants (awards in amounts greater than $50,000) was $210,965. For small grants (less than or equal to $50,000), the median award was $18,324. Grant periods range from one month to a few years, depending on the scope of the project. The Fund awards grants that support a complete project period, and not annual, renewable grants.

Most programs first solicit an online letter of inquiry and follow up with a request for a full proposal if the idea is deemed a good fit. Letters of inquiry and proposals are reviewed year-round. There are no submission deadlines. The application and funding decision process takes three to six months for most applicants.

Description of foundation: Established in 1966, the Gladys and Roland Harriman Foundation is currently operated out of the Brown Brother Harriman Trust Co. in New York.  It gives primarily in support of education; youth and social service agencies; arts and cultural organizations; and health agencies and hospitals.

Focus areas within health: not specified

Grant information and application process:  An application form is not required.  Applicants should submit a brief history of their organization, a description of the organizational mission, and a detailed description of the project and amount of funding requested.  Deadlines are in May and November.  The foundation will support general/operating costs and provide matching support and employee matching gifts.

The Hearst Foundations

Description of foundation: The Hearst Foundations are national philanthropic resources for organizations and institutions working in the fields of education, health, culture and social services. In 1945, the publisher/philanthropist William Randolph Hearst founded the Hearst Foundation, Inc.. Then, in 1948, he established the California Charities Foundation, renamed the William Randolph Hearst Foundation in 1951. Both Foundations are national private philanthropies operating independently from The Hearst Corporation. The two Foundations are managed as one entity, sharing the same funding guidelines, leadership, and staff. Staff based in the headquarters in New York City review all proposals from organizations located east of the Mississippi River, and staff in the San Francisco office review requests from organizations west of the Mississippi. The Hearst Foundations have combined assets of more than $1 billion. In 2007, the Foundations awarded 278 grants totaling nearly $43 million. Since 1975, the Foundations have approved $725 million in grants.

Geographic focus: national
Focus area within health: None specified.  However, those submitting a request in the Health category should include the following information in addition to the General Proposal Requirements:
· The percentage of care paid for by Medicaid, Medicare, and private insurance

· The percentage of unreimbursable charity care your organization provides

· The degree to which risk factors play a part in the community you serve, e.g. infant mortality rates, teenage pregnancy, substance abuse, domestic violence, incidence of disease, environmental factors, geographic barriers, lack of access to health care, poverty rates, unemployment, homelessness, etc.

Grant information and application process:  The Hearst Foundation will fund capital campaigns, endowments, general/operating support, program development, research, scholarship funds, and technical support.  No funding is provided for public policy, media projects, conferences, workshops, seed funding, multi-year grants, equipment of any kind including computer and transportation, special events, advertising, or for fundraising events.  To apply, submit a brief cover letter along with a one-page executive summary accompanied by a five-page proposal narrative and attachments. Proposals submitted by fax or e-mail will not be accepted. A site visit to the organization will be made prior to Board review. Grantee organizations must wait a minimum of three years from their grant award date before the foundations will consider another request.

The Kresge Foundation
Description of foundation: The Kresge Foundation is a $3.5 billion private foundation that supports communities in the United States and around the world by strengthening the nonprofit organizations that serve them. They have long supported the construction and renovation of hospitals and health-care centers. Given the broad and complex health challenges plaguing residents of many communities in the United States today, they decided to expand their efforts significantly in June 2008. They launched a major program to address the health inequities found in many low-income and minority communities, and they are working to improve or eliminate harmful conditions associated with the natural, built and social environments.

Geographic focus: national, international
Focus area within health: The foundation approaches  health work from three vantage points: the natural environment (i.e. the impact of hazardous industrial facilities on a neighborhood’s health; the effects of pollutants; and the consequences of climate change), the built environment (i.e. increasing access to fresh food, improving community parks, encouraging the development of healthy housing, strengthening community health services) and the social environment (ending health inequities, building organizational capacities of communities).  In addition, the foundation is particularly interested in projects that improve the health outcomes of low-income and minority individuals, particularly women and children. 
Grant information and application process:   The Health Team initiates projects with organizations already doing important work in its target areas. They also seek ideas from potential partner organizations for new projects that represent significant innovations and/or leadership in the field of community health for evidence-based projects that are being brought to scale at the state or national levels. If you have an idea, send an e-mail of 500 words or less to the Health Program Team at HealthTeam@kresge.org. In the e-mail, describe the project and how it advances Kresge’s values and helps them accomplish one or more of our Health Program goals. Also, attach a document describing the project partners and project costs. Your project idea will be reviewed by the team and a conversation with a program officer may be scheduled. If your project idea has potential for grant funding, they will provide application information.

Special attention will be given to efforts that address the health disparities between the rich and the poor, build bridges between the common concerns of disparate constituencies, and recognize the strategic importance of employing a variety of approaches to produce institutional change. Priority will be given to efforts that are national in scope and efforts that have the potential of having a multi-state or statewide impact and can be replicated.

Grant information: All 501c3 organizations are welcome to send the Foundation a two-to-three page Letter of Inquiry. Before submitting your Letter of Inquiry, please read about the areas that the Foundation does not support. Letters of inquiry are accepted at all times of the year; there are no deadlines.  For those who are invited to submit an application form, the deadlines are January 15th and August 15th.

The Public Welfare Foundation

Description of the foundation: The Public Welfare Foundation supports efforts to ensure fundamental rights and opportunities for people in need. The Foundation was incorporated in 1947 by Charles Marsh, an entrepreneur who built a prosperous newspaper chain.  As a self-described “mid-sized foundation,” they focus their grantmaking within three specific areas: criminal and juvenile justice; health reform; and workers’ rights.  

Focus area within health: The Health Reform Program of the Public Welfare Foundation seeks to expand effective consumer advocacy for health care, particularly on the state and local levels.
Grant information: The Public Welfare Foundation has a two-step application process. Processing a grant application generally takes four to six months.  Applicants should submit letters of inquiry six to eight weeks before proposal deadlines.  The applicant creates an account and submits an online letter of inquiry of up to five pages at this website link. The letter should contain facts and figures about the organization, describe its mission and explain the purpose of the request, including the Program under which a grant is being requested.  Once a letter of inquiry arrives at the Foundation, staff determines whether the proposed project fits the Foundation’s funding guidelines. The Foundation does not fund individuals, scholarships, direct services, international projects or endowment campaigns. Staff responds to letters of inquiry within 30 working days letting the applicants know whether they will be invited to submit a full proposal.

Description of the foundation: The Robert Wood Johnson Foundation specifically seeks to improve the health and health care of all Americans. Their efforts focus on improving both the health of everyone in America and their health care—how it's delivered, how it's paid for, and how well it does for patients and their families.  The foundation was incorporated in 1936 in New Jersey.  It became a national  philanthropy in 1972 and had assets of over ten billion dollars as of December 2006.  They aim to fund innovative projects that have a measurable impact and create transformative change such as: service demonstrations; gathering and monitoring of health-related statistics; public education; training and fellowship programs; policy analysis; health services research; technical assistance; communications activities; and evaluations.
Focus area within health: RWJF has seven program areas: building human capital; childhood obesity; expansion of health care coverage; pioneering work and innovation; public health; quality/equality; and vulnerable populations.

Geographic focus: national
Grant information: RWJF issues most of its grants through calls for proposals (CFPs).  All seven program areas issue CFPs from time to time.  See the website to view current CFPs.  RWJF also awards grants in response to unsolicited proposals in the Building Human Capital, Pioneer and Vulnerable Populations program areas. Unsolicited proposals will be accepted at any time in these three program areas (there are no deadlines) and awards will be issued throughout the year.

Today, the organization ranks among the world’s largest private foundations. Grants are awarded in the United States, Latin America and the Caribbean, and southern Africa.  The foundation is currently undergoing a period of transition during which it is reformulating priorities and changing its organizational structure.  Previously, “Health” was a major program area of the Kellogg foundation.  Now, the Foundation’s entire new program focus is vulnerable children.  Within this programmatic framework, “food, health, and well-being” will be one of five emphasized elements.
Focus area within health: Improving the food, health, and well-being of vulnerable children.  The Foundation will emphasize healthy living initiatives that allow families to thrive and grow in places without violence, where the air and water are clean, and where health care and good food are accessible and affordable.
Geographic focus: national, international
Grant information: The Foundation accepts grant submissions via its online application.
